1.01 SCOPE

Rulon International shall furnish suspension carrier system, Plasline® Woodgrain ceiling
strips, and designated accessories required to complete installation by the contractor -
in compliance with plans and specifications.

1.02 RELATED WORK NOT INCLUDED UNDER THIS SECTION

Suspension systems and components for ceilings, other than manufacturer's Plasline®
Woodgrain Linear Suspended uPVC Ceiling Systems, shall not be included.

1.03 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A.

Installer Qualifications: The contractor shall be a qualified installer with no less
than (2) two years of successful experience in installation of suspended ceilings
with requirements similar to this project.
